A Postgraduate International Research Student (Daigakuin-Gaikokujin-Kenkyusei) is a foreign student who

wishes to study a specific subject under a supervising professor of the Graduate School. This program is not

entitled to any degree upon completion.

1. ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Applicants eligible for admission to the university must be of a nationality other than Japanese and meet

at least one of the following requirements:

(1) Must have completed at least sixteen years of education in a country other than Japan
(a holder of a bachelor’s degree)

(2) Must be considered eligible by the School of Engineering.

3. APPLICATION PROCEDURE

Applicants for the Postgraduate International Research Student program in the Graduate School of

Engineering must submit the following documents to the Office of International Students after completing

their online application through “T-cens”, the online application system used by the University of Tokyo’s

Graduate School of Engineering.Refer to “Course Summary” in T-cens, in

https://t—cens. t. u—tokyo. ac. jp/t—cens/login_research. php

for documents that need to be submitted online, deadline for creating T-cens application accounts and, deadline

for data entry through T-cens.

The submitted documents will not be returned. (The applicant may send application documents by mail;

however, they must arrive by the deadline.)

(1) Application Form for Graduate Research Students (non-degree) (AF1)

(2)All diplomas or graduation certificates issued by universities or colleges attended. If the original

certificates are not available or are only issued once officially, you may submit copies that are certified by

the issuing organization or your current school as “certified true copy.”

(3) Transcript of the scholastic record issued by all universities or colleges attended. If the original certificates

are not available or are only issued once officially, you may submit copies that are certified by the issuing

organization or your current school as “certified true copy.”
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(4)Letter of declaration
(5) For further information of necessary documents, please contact the Department Office which you wish to

apply for.

* Other than the above listed documents, please be aware that there are other documents which
applicants must upload via the T-cens online system to complete the application process. Read the

Course Summary on T-cens for more details.

4. SELECTION
Selection is made based on the applicant’s submitted documents by the selection committee of each

department. The final decision will be made by the committee of the Graduate School of Engineering.

5. Admission Date
April 1, 2026

6. PERIOD OF ATTENDANCE
Postgraduate International Research Students are initially registered for one year. However, students are

able to apply for a one year extension. The maximum duration is 2 years.

7. NOTES

(1) The submitted documents must be originals. (no photocopies)

Photocopies of the certificates without attested seal of the universities issued are not accepted.

(2) All the application documents must be submitted by the deadline.

(3) The applicant will be notified of the examination results by postal mail. Applicants who receive an
official admission notification should carry out the required enrollment procedures, including payment
of admission fees and submission of admission documentation, in accordance with instructions that
will be forwarded at that time. Examination results cannot be administered by phone.

(4) A Postgraduate International Research Student may be ordered to leave the university if he/she is found
not suitable.

*Non-Japanese applicants must obtain a visa permitting admission to a Japanese graduate school, as

stipulated in the “Immigration Control and Refugee Recognition Act (Law No. 319, 1951),” by the time

of enrollment procedures.

*The Certificate of Eligibility (CoE) applied for as a postgraduate international research student can

only be used to enroll as a postgraduate international research student. If you will be enrolling as a

regular student, a new Certificate of Eligibility (CoE) needs to be retrieved.

*Personal information disclosed through the application process, including the applicant’s name and
address, will be used for: 1) applicant screening (application processing and screening); 2) admission

notification; and 3) enrollment procedures. For those enrolled at this school, the above personal information



will also be used for: 1) administration procedures (student registration, academic records, etc.); 2) student
support (health management, employment support, applications for scholarships and exemptions from tuition,
use of libraries, etc.); and 3) collection of tuition.

*The University of Tokyo has established the “The University of Tokyo Security Export Control
Regulations” in accordance with Japan’s “Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Act”, and rigorously
implements security export control for potential students before and after their enrollment on the basis of
these regulations. In particular, pre-enrollment screenings are mandatory for all international students and
also for Japanese students in certain circumstances. Please be aware that applicants who fall under any of
the conditions set out in the Act may not receive permission to enroll at the university or may have their

research activities restricted after their enrollment.
