Il. International Halls of Residence

Toshima International Halls of Residence are accommodations mainly for degree-
seeking students with no scholarships. Students are permitted to stay there during
their term of enrollment. Mitaka International Hall of Residence, on the other hand,
is mainly for new exchange students. The term of residence is the same as the period
of your enrollment at UTokyo.

Although the living floors of the Mitaka International Hall of Residence are basically
gender-segregated, we changed some of the floors to gender-neutral floors beginning
in FY2024. Gender-neutral floors are residential floors that are open to anyone
regardless of gender on various official certificates™.
